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Oslo is expecting a record cruise season in 2005
with approximately 180.000 passengers from 145
visiting ships (up 27%). This year the cruise season
in Oslo begins already April 28 with the arrival of
AIDADIu. AIDAblu will visit Oslo 17 times this
year, the last time September 25.

In 2004, 145.000 cruise passengers were visiting
Oslo. Among these passengers, there were 98
different nationalities. The most important nations
were USA (29% of the passengers), Great Britain
(28%), and Germany (15%)).

Opera Quay

Oslo’s  waterfront is set for redevelopment
including a new National Opera House due for
completion 2008. The opera building is designed
by the famous architects Snehetta and is now rising
close to one of Oslo’s central berths.

Oslo Cruise Network was established last year. The
main objective is to market and develop Oslo as a
cruise destination.
